Examples of things that would be appropriate to include:

Demographics of the Country

· Population

· Capital City

· Mountains

· Rivers

· Languages Spoken

· Major Industries

· Area (Square Miles)

· Relative Location

· Political System/Government

· Weather

· Flags & Symbols

Cultural Elements

· Architecture – Famous Buildings, statues, sights

· Music – Any traditional music from that country, musicians etc.

· Art – Are there any famous artists, painters, galleries
· Religion – What are the religions of the country
· Economic Elements – Any special cash crops or exports, what does their money look like?

· Language – What language do they speak, can you teach us some phrases or words in the native language?

· Food – Can you find a local recipe or food that we might be interested in cooking?

· Daily Life – What is the daily life like?  School, work, prayer times, transportation (Subways, fast trains etc.)

· Clothing – What is the clothing like, is there traditional dress or something unique to that country?

· Recreation – What is there to do for fun? (sports, nightclubs, outings, boating etc.)

· Literature – Are there famous writers or literature from the country

· People – Famous politicians, musicians, writers, thinkers, sports stars
