Four decades ago, the Aral Sea offered a constant supply of fish. Two,
dozen species thrived in its waters, including caviar-rich sturgeon, pike
perch, and silver carp, known locally as fat tongue. The sea spread over
‘more than 26,000 square miles, and ships could travel 250 miles from
the northern port of Aralsk, in Kazakhstan, to the southern harbor of
Muynak in Uzbekistan. But Soviet-sponsored irrigation projects, begun
in the 19505, diverted water from two rivers that fed the sea: the Amu
Darya and the Syr Darya. By the late ‘905, the Aral Sea was known as the
world’s fastest-disappearing body of water It had then shrunk by more
than half and lost nearly three-fourths of its volume.

Now, after decades of grim losses, the news from the Aral Sea is good:
Since the Kok-Aral Dam's completion, the smaller, northern part of the
Aral Sea has swelled by 30 percent, flooding more than 300 square miles
of parched, sun-bleached seabed.
