What is Culture?

PowerPoint Project

In this project you will create a PowerPoint presentation to demonstrate you knowledge of the different elements that make up a culture.

Your presentation must do the following:

· Define what culture is (slide)
· Define what social groups are and what socialization is (slide)
· Provide examples of the fundamental elements of a culture:

· Language (slide)
· Religion (slide)
· History (slide)
· Daily Life (slide)
· Arts (slide)
· Government (slide)
· Economics (slide)


You may do this by choosing photographs for your presentation that demonstrates these elements.  You must be able to explain what the photo is, and why you believe it represents the element of culture you are presenting.

You are required to have a Title Slide (slide) named what you are presenting, in this case culture.  Your title slide must also contain your name, class (Geography), and your block number.  You are encouraged to include many different photos to make your presentation visually appealing to your audience.  You are also required to have a Conclusion Slide (slide) to sum up the information that you presented.
Each slide must contain at least 2 photos, a title of the slide at the top, and the information important enough to demonstrate you knowledge of what you are presenting.  You may use your worksheet as a guide for definitions, but you must tell us about your photos (what they are, why you chose them, and how they relate to the element).

Other things to consider that will be included in your final grade:

· Proper Font Size and Color (is it easily visible from the back of the room)

· Animations/Transitions (are they too distracting or are there too many)

· Correct Spelling (you have spell check, and you must proofread)

· Oral Presentation (are you speaking to your audience correctly with confidence in 
your presentation; are you able to answer questions posed by your 
audience; can everybody hear you)

· Are you prepared to present on the day you are assigned to present
